As We Gather

This is Holy Week - a week when we participate in the
mystery of how God brought salvation to us through the sacrifice
of his Son, Jesus Christ. It is a week rich in grace. Tonight we
close the penitential season of Lent and begin our celebration of
the suffering, death, burial, and resurrection of our Lord.

"Maundy Thursday" gets its name from the Latin word for
"command." It was on this night that Jesus told his disciples, "A
new command I give you; love one another. As I have loved
you, so you must love one another. By this all men will know
that you are my disciples, if you love one another."

THE CONFESSION OF SINS AND ABSOLUTION
P: As we prepare to receive th
Blood I urge you now to humble yourselves before God,
confess your sins to Him and implore His forgiveness. I ask
you before God, who searches the heart: Do you sincerely
confess that you have sinned against God and deserved His
wrath and punishment?
C: I do confess.

P: Verily, you should confess; for Holy Scripture declares: "If we
say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is
not in us."

Do you heartily repent of all your sins committed in thought,
word, and deed?

C: 1do repent.

P: Verily, you should repent, as did the penitent sinners: King
David, who prayed for a contrite heart; Peter, who wept
bitterly; the sinful woman; the prodigal son; and others.

Do you sincerely believe that God, by grace, for Jesus' sake,
will forgive you all your sins?

C: I do believe.

P: Verily, you should so believe, for Holy Scripture declares:
"God so loved the world that He gave His only-begotten Son,
that whoever believes in Him shall not perish, but have
everlasting life."

Do you promise that with the aid of the Holy Spirit you will
henceforth amend your sinful life?

C: 1 do promise.

P: Verily, you should so promise, for Christ, the Lord, says: "Let
your light so shine before men that they may see your good
works and glorify your Father which is in heaven."

Finally, do you believe that the word of Christ's forgiveness I
speak to you is from the Lord himself?

C: 1 do believe.



P: As you believe, even so may it be unto you. Receive the
forgiveness Christ won for you by his Passion, death, and
resurrection. By the command of our Lord Jesus Christ I, a
called and ordained servant of the Word, forgive you your sins
in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy
Spirit.
